SDMX Implementation in the Philippines

Summary Overview

e.g. internal (exchange, processing) / external (website) / subject-matter data structure definition

The Philippine Statistical System (PSS) through the NSCB plans to implement SDMX in the following areas: 1) between NSCB and other Philippine government statistical offices and agencies and 2) between NSCB and international organizations. In the future, SDMX implementation will also be carried between national offices and their regional offices. The exchange will be done online, specifically on websites.

The following activities have been done towards SDMX implementation:

1. Review of the Cross Domain Concept vis-à-vis Philippine setting.

2. Recommendation for the Adoption of the UNECE Classification of International Statistical Activities (CISA) – the Classification is essential in the development of categories and list of statistical domains, areas and subjects to be used in the Philippine SDMX registry. The Classification system was modified to incorporate peculiar statistical activities in the Philippines and will be presented to the NSCB Executive Board for approval and adoption. Initial observations include vague understanding of categories., e.g., where to put Human Development Index, Composite Leading Economic Indicators, Hunger Index and other composite indices.

3. Initially, metadata on MDG indicators were compiled. Based on the UN metadata for the MDGs, the Philippine MDG metadata were also revised to reflect the Philippine situation considering that not all UN MDG indicators are available and applicable in the Philippines.

4. Metadata on other indicators (aside from MDGs) have been compiled. The metadata of a number of indicators have been approved by the NSCB for adoption. These are already available in MDB format.

5. Preliminary review of the Metadata Common  Vocabulary (MCV) to see consistency with Philippines’ metadata terms and concepts.



 Data coverage

e.g. national accounts, international financial statistics

The NSCB compiles and releases statistics on CISA domains 2-3, specifically on statistical areas 2.2, 2.3, 3.2, 3.4 and subject areas 3.3.1, 3.3.2, 3.3.5.

The metadata on statistics released by the NSCB include components on scope, area coverage, concepts and definition, methodology, frequency of conduct, source, schedule of release, disaggregation, data collected, contact person, among others. Activities are being done to make this consistent with the Metadata Common Vocabulary (MCV) since preliminary reviews yielded observations of differing terminologies between the Philippine metadata terms and concepts with that of the MCV.

Currently, the Philippines through the NSCB replies to questionnaires and data requests from international organizations like the UN, UNSD, UNESCAP, UNESCO, ADB, UNCTAD, UNFPA, FAO, ILO, IMF, OECD, International Cocoa Organization, International Cotton Advisory Council, ASEAN, among others.
